• to easily refer to these objects (with the use of the Identifier only)

• to easily retrieve related information (e.g. get all notices related to a same

Constraints
 Following some predefined rules

• Commonly shared (e.g. schemes for Lot ID / BT-137)

• Locally defined (e.g. Lot  internal ID / BT-22)

 Different identifiers could be used for a given object

 Most of the time a specific scheme exists, allowing for:

• Interpretation

• Pattern control (when it exists and is known)

The scheme name is specified using the « schemeName » attribute of the identifier

 For reference to internal or external objects (use of existing ID values)

 The need for “IDs” to refer to objects is model dependent (i.e. data structure) 

 For IDs, format and/or values assignment must follow some commonly 
agreed rules
